INDONESIA COFFEE CROP MAY REACH 550,000 TONS 
 
Indonesia's coffee crop this crop year may reach up to 550,000 metric tons, a nearly 38 percent increase from 
the previous year ended September 30, on good rainfall during the growing season, traders said, Dow Jones 
Newswires reports from Singapore. "Based on the flowering and heavy clusters of cherries, this crop will 
definitely be bigger than last year's," said a trader based in Jakarta. South Sumatra, where the coffee capital of 
Lampung is situated, is expected to produce around 400,000 tons of coffee, while combined output from Java 
and Bali is likely to double to nearly 100,000 tons. Harvesting of Indonesia's coffee crop started nearly two 
months earlier this year and is expected to peak in April. Around 80 percent of the crop is robusta cherries and 
20 percent Arabica, the report said.
