Indian coffee 
prices track global trends as around 80 percent of the country's output is exported. Thursday, offers for robusta 
cherry AB were quoted at $2,400 a metric ton, free-on-board Cochin port, for April shipment, up from $2,250 to 
$2,300 a week ago. Arabica plantation grade A was offered at $3,050 to $3,100, up from $3,000 a ton a week 
ago. "Although demand in the local markets is sluggish due to the onset of the summer season in the country,
