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350 milligrams of caffeine daily before they became pregnant and in very early pregnancy, equivalent to 1.7  
(7-ounce) cups of brewed coffee a day. At the time of the interview, their average caffeine intake had fallen to 
200 milligrams. At each of the three time points assessed, there was no statistically significant relationship 
between the amount of caffeine a woman consumed and her risk of miscarriage. "These data provide evidence 
to suggest that, within the lower range examined, caffeine intake is not associated with risk of miscarriage," Dr. 
Savitz and his colleagues conclude, the report said.

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UGANDA DECEMBER COFFEE EXPORTS PUT AT 272,519 BAGS 
 
Uganda's December coffee exports increased by 9.6 percent on year due to improved weather conditions in 
the main coffee regions, which boosted the ongoing harvest, the state-run Uganda Coffee Development 
Authority said in a report, Dow Jones Newswires reports from Kampala. 
 
Uganda exported up to 272,519 60-kilogram bags of coffee compared with 248,709 bags exported in the same 
month a season ago, the report said. December coffee exports were 37 percent up over November exports 
and they also surpassed the 270,000 bags earlier predicted by UCDA. December exports brought the 
cumulative coffee exports since the 2007/08 coffee year began in October to 643,959 bags compared with 
654,450 bags a year earlier. Uganda's main coffee harvest in the central and eastern region started late 
October but was interrupted by intermittent rains, which delayed the marketing season of the crop. According 
to Uganda's Meteorological department, the current dry weather conditions in the coffee region are expected to 
go on until around February. The main harvest is expected to end next month to pave way for the second main 
harvest in the west and southern regions. Uganda sees 2007/08 coffee output at 2.8 million bags compared 
with 2.7 million bags last season, according to the report.
