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areas has improved season mainly due to favorable weather. The region received enough rains since late 
September, which boosted the crop quality and quantity. However the rains interrupted with the marketing 
season as they delayed the drying process. "Farmers shifted the drying responsibility to exporters with drying 
facilities at their factories. This practice minimized post harvest losses at the farm gate," the report said. The 
marketing season in the East and Central regions is expected to end this month as the harvest closes. 
Traders are expected to relocate to the West and Southern coffee growing areas in February in readiness for 
the second harvest. Coffee exports in January this year are forecast at 200,000 bags. Uganda's coffee output 
is expected to rebound this season and reach up to 2.4 million bags compared with 2 million bags in the 
2005/06 season mainly due to favorable weather, the report said.

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INDIA COFFEE UP ON STRONG DEMAND, LIMITED SUPPLIES 
 
Indian coffee prices were higher in the week to Thursday on limited supplies, particularly of arabica beans, 
and strong demand for robustas, trade participants said, Sameer Mohindru of Dow Jones Newswires reports 
from New Delhi. 
 
They said between 2,000 and 3,000 metric tons of robustas are estimated to have been contracted for exports 
in deals over the week. However, concerns remain over the fate of the arabica crop, since part of it has been 
hit by pests and diseases. Traders said heavy, untimely rains led to the dropping of arabica berries from the 
trees to the ground, and this may have hit output. "There is a speculation over total size of (India's) coffee 
crop this year, and estimates range widely between 270,000 tons and 290,000 tons. Nobody is quite sure 
about it," said a Hassan-based exporter in the southern province of Karnataka. He said demand from local 
roasters is also driving up prices. On Thursday, Robusta cherry AB, Free on Board Cochin, was offered
